7. Sailing Instructions – LLSC standard Sailing Instructions will apply,

8. Courses - will be set on the day of racing. It is intended to have a variety 
of courses which will include “round the cans”, triangles, and windward 
– leeward; further details will be given at the briefing. A balance will be 
maintained allowing all boats to have a chance of competing fairly.  

9. No Sailing Areas – Beyond the yellow Buoys near the dam wall and 
beyond the yellow buoys in the inlet on the Western side of the reservoir  
– if required further details can be provided on the day.  

10. Race length typically 35 – 55 minutes depending on conditions. 

11. Starts – Standard 5-4-1-GO sequence  

12. Scoring – See Sailing Instructions. The Handicaps used will be the 
Llandegfedd Sailing Club adaptation of the RYA Portsmouth Yardsticks.

The low points system in RRS Appendix A will apply for President’s 
Weekend. One race is sufficient to constitute a series. If four or more 
races are held a sailor’s highest score will be discarded (one discard).

17. Facilities – There are outdoor changing areas and portable toilets but no 
showers. 

18. Refreshments -  are available in the Café in the Visitors Centre near the 
main gate. 

19. Accommodation There is a nearby pub, B&Bs and camping in Usk & 
Pontypool are within a few miles, further details can be provided on 
request; unfortunately camping or camper vans are not permitted on 
site.

20. Safety - All club sailors must fully comply with safety rules of the water 
laid down by Dŵr Cymru Welsh Water.   

21. Risk Statement - Rule 3 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: “The 
responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue 
racing is hers alone.” Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and 
therefore involves an element of risk. By taking part in the event, each 
competitor agrees and acknowledges that: 

a. They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the 
sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, 
their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part 
in the event; 

b. They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, 
their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore; 

c. They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the 
extent caused by their own actions or omissions; 

d. Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and 
they are fit to participate; 

e. The provision of a race management team, patrol boats, 
umpires and other officials and volunteers by the organiser does 
not relieve them of their own responsibilities; 

f. The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, 
particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be practically 
provided in the circumstances;
